The Department of Health recommends taking the following precautions:

· AVOID ALL CONTACT WITH THE SURFACE SCUMS.
· DO NOT DRINK THE WATER.

· KEEP PETS OUT OF WATER.  MAKE SURE YOUR PETS DO NOT DRINK THE WATER (ESPECIALLY WATER WITH SCUM).

· WATCH SMALL CHILDREN CLOSELY.  DO NOT ALLOW CHILDREN TO INGEST WATER OR ALGAE.

· Wash your hands and body thoroughly with soap and clean water if exposed to algal blooms and anytime after swimming or recreating in the lake.
· REFRAIN FROM USING BAY WATER TO BATHE OR WASH DISHES.
· SEEK MEDICAL ATTENTION IF YOU HAVE BEEN IN CONTACT WITH SURFACE WATER AND YOU ARE EXPERIENCING SYMPTOMS SUCH AS SKIN IRRITATION, ALLERGIC REACTIONS OR BREATHING DIFFICULTIES
